TOWN MEETING WITH DICK LADD HOSTED BY 
THE BROADNECK COUNCIL OF COMMUNITIES AND 

ARNOLD PRESERVATION COUNCIL 
 

 

 
The Arnold Preservation Council cancelled its own 
meeting scheduled for June 13 to join with the BCC 
in a town meeting with Dick Ladd and a host of 
knowledgeable speakers who discussed issues 
related to the Comprehensive Zoning Process and 
how it will affect the Broadneck Peninsula. 
 
Pat Lynch opened the meeting by welcoming the 
more than 100 attendees and introducing the 
various speakers. 
 
Anne Arundel County Council Chairman, Dick 
Ladd, talked about the fact that he was there to 
listen. He spoke about the General Development  

 
 
Plan and some of the changes that are being made; 
how changing times and changing population 
affect land use; and how our County Council is  
trying to change the process so that it will work 
better. 
 
Lucy Iliff, President of Arnold Preservation 
Council, reviewed the organization of APC 12 years 
ago in response to the need for a citizens watchdog 
group to monitor development and keep the public 
informed about the General Development and 
Small Area Plans. 
 
Al Johnston, representing Greater Severna Park 
Council, related how the first zoning laws in the 
U.S. came about in Euclid, Ohio, when a big mill 
wanted to expand and build in the small town. The 
town fathers said, "No," and in 1926 the court 
established that a community had the right to say 
no. He also related the struggles in Anne Arundel 
County with forming the GDP; how and why the 
plans need to be revised periodically, and that 
anyone with computer access can now read these 
documents. 
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Mel Bender, representing The Magothy River 
Association, congratulated those present for 
"Practicing Democracy." MRA is investigating 
individual zoning applications, particularly those 
that concern marinas on the Magothy. They will 
publish a statement with their findings and  
have established a site with a petition supporting 
controlled development on Ritchie Highway which 
individuals may sign and submit. RT2Rezone.org 
Ann Fligsten, representing Growth Action 
Network, discussed the 6 applications for up-
zoning along Ritchie Highway, plus 4 new requests 
which have been submitted. GAN's position is that 
general expansion of commercial zoning along 
Ritchie Highway should be curbed; the existing 
empty commercial properties revitalized, and keep 
any new commercial to intersection nodes. GAN 
wants to minimize the "domino effect" of 
commercial spread along Ritchie Highway. All the 
current applications were listed in the May 
newsletter. 
Pat Lynch, representing Broadneck Council of 
Communities, presented applications for up-zoning 
of particular interest along East College Parkway. 
Plans for a "town center" across  Rt. 50 from the 
dying shopping center near the Bay Bridge are a 
special concern. 
Bill Nevel addressed the transportation concerns 
on the Broadneck Peninsula, highlighting the Rt. 50 
corridor, Rt. 2 corridor, Benfield Rd., Interstate 97, 
and the Bay Bridge. He didn't have much good 
news except that there is a group working on the  
Transportation Functional Master Plan. They are 
looking at how to improve problems on these 
important corridors, but must take into 
consideration their relationship to land use, future 
expansion, environmental impact, and financing. 
The aging Bay Bridge and its access routes are a 
huge concern. 

 
Dick Ladd then rose to the occasion with 
assurances that he personally is available to listen 
to his constituents. However, he reminded us that 
it is his responsibility to listen to both sides in order 
to form a fair opinion. When the meeting was 
opened to questions, many hands went up. Many 
“what can we do to stop so-and-so “ questions 
followed. The meeting quickly divided into small 
groups talking among themselves and to Mr. Ladd.
